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ANALYSIS OF BILL SENT TO GOVERNOR

As amended, SB 6 makes various state appropriations for operations, grants, and capital. 

GOVERNOR'S STATEMENT
The Governor’s total veto message of SB 6 indicates the following:

· Fails to address Illinois’ fiscal and economic crises – and does not balance the budget;

· Makes insufficient spending reductions;

· Does not pay down Illinois debt;

· Does not provide property tax relief to struggling families and employers; and

· Requires further tax increases to balance the budget and pay down the bill backlog.

For these reasons and others, Governor Rauner, pursuant to Section 9(b) of Article IV of the Illinois Constitution of 1970, returns SB 6 to the General Assembly, vetoed in its entirety.

COMMENT

The Senate overrode the Governor’s total veto of SB 6 on 7/4/17, by a vote of 39-15-0.

· HOUSE AMENDMENT #4 (Rules)

HA #4 is a page and line amendment that makes a technical correction regarding articles.
· HOUSE AMENDMENT #3 (Rules)

HA #3 keeps most of HA #2 with the following changes:

· Lump sums GRF operations line items and appropriates $35 million more to the Department of Corrections than HA #2;

· The 5 state retirement systems contributions are reduced by ($1,392,100,000). This reduction takes into account savings from 5 year smoothing and the creation of Tier 3;

· Transfers the grant for Agudath Israel from DCEO to the Secretary of State;

· Changes the effective dates to allow appropriations for all prior years;

· Court of Claims FY 18 spending is reduced by $18 million because prior year costs moved to FY 17;

· Department of Employment Security reduces unemployment insurance by $1 million;

Appropriations — Higher Education

HFA #3 to SB 6 provides general and other state fund appropriations for FY 18 for higher education.  Globally, higher education receives a reduction in general funds of 5.74% and an all funds reduction of 7.16%.   However, the infusion of new funds (e.g., Fund for the Advancement of Education [FAE] and Personal Property Replacement Tax [PPRT]) somewhat obscure reductions of $61 million in general funds committed throughout this higher education budget.
