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· HOUSE FLOOR AMENDMENT #1 (Pending) (Harris, G.)
HFA #1 is a gut-and-replace amendment that becomes the bill. HFA #1 creates the FY 18 Budget Implementation Act.  All changes are included in the table below.

	Social Service Providers and Associated Rate Increases

	Authorizes rate increases for the following categories of providers. Changes for wage increases will begin within 30 days after the bill becomes effective, and emergency rule-making authority is provided to implement these changes.
1. Community Care Program: $0.72 increase, total cost of $49.9M.  Average pay for CCP workers is $10.70/hour.
2. Developmental Disabilities: $0.75 increase, total cost of $43.4M.  Average pay for DD worker is $9.35/hour.

	Re-authorizes Medicaid rate enhancements to hospitals and freestanding chronic dialysis  centers that had been in place from July 1, 2013-June 30, 2015. The increase begins with July 1, 2015 and thereafter.

	Increases the personal needs allowance for developmentally disabled individuals to $60 per month.

	Creates a Community Care Program Services Task Force.  The task force is to look into reducing costs of the program without diminishing services provided.  The task force must submit its findings in a report to the Governor and the GA by January 30, 2018 and the task force is dissolved on March 1, 2018.  

	Fund Transfers/Direct Deposit of Tax Receipts

	$22 million transfer from various funds to the Audit Expense Fund ($17 million from GRF)

	For FY 18 and each year after, transfers a minimum of $20 million and a maximum of $45 million to the U of I Hospital Services Fund at the direction and upon notification from the director of HFS.  

	For FY 18, reduces the transfer from GRF to the Partners for Conservation Fund from $14 million to $1.5 million.

	For FY 18 and each fiscal year after, eliminates a $10 million transfer from the MEAOB Fund to the Park and Conservation Fund.  Transfer to the MEAOB fund will total $27.923 with the $10 million reduction.

	Provides AMTRAK with a subsidy of up to $52 million for FY 18.

	Authorizes various fund transfers between funds used by the Secretary of State's Office relating to Real ID.

	Bonding/Debt Issuance

	Provides a 3-pronged approach to pay down the backlog of bills:
1. Interfund borrowing of up $1.2 billion.  Funds may be borrowed through the end of 2018 and must be repaid within 24 months of the date borrowed.
2. Nearly $300 million in fund sweeps.
3. Provides up to $6 billion in GO bond authorization used specifically to pay down backlog of bills. The debt will be level principal and repaid over 12 years.  

	Increases bond authorization for MPEA by $293 million to restructure existing debt and pay remaining deficiency amount ($42 million).  Creates a reserve fund that would retain the repayment of the deficiency amount to serve as a back-up if MPEA were to be unable to make a debt service payment - current law authorizes MPEA to draw on state sales tax receipts.  Eliminates the $15 million transfer for incentives paid by the MPEA. This language is nearly identical to HB 3262 from the 99th GA.

	For FY 18, $2 billion in refunding bonds may be issued without complying with the 7% debt service cap. Exempts the refunding bonds from the requirement of 25% of bonds must be sold competitively and 75% via negotiated sale. Makes the same changes to refunding bonds issued pursuant to the Build Illinois Bond Act.

	Authorizes debt service on $1.1 billion of Transportation Series D bonds (PA 98-781) to be paid from the Road Fund, not Capital Projects Fund.  

	Pensions

	Requires contributions from the State Pensions Fund to SURS to be a portion of the certified contributions, rather than being in addition to the certified contribution.

	Authorizes the GRF share of SERS contributions to be appropriated directly to SERS.

	Provides 5 year actuarial assumption smoothing that affects GARS, JRS, SERS, SURS and TRS, identical to language from the House Republican plan and is similar to the Governor’s proposal from his FY 17 and FY 18 pension reform measures. Estimated reduction to the pension funds is $892.1 million.

	Contains a limited cost shift for high salaried employees under SURS and TRS. Employers within TRS and SURS will contribute an amount for the normal cost portion of salary that exceeds the Governor’s salary and the state would continue to contribute on salaries below the Governor’s.

	Requires a recertification of the state contribution to reflect the changes to GARS, JRS, SERS, SURS, TRS on November 1, 2017. 

	Contains changes to the Chicago Municipal and Laborers pension reform proposal. It is nearly identical to SB 14, which passed the House in April of 2017. The only change is a date that was moved 6 months from June 1, 2017 to July 15, 2017 to October 1, 2017 through November 15, 2017. 

	Provides  language that is meant to clarify that all members of the Chicago Fireman’s Annuity and Benefit Fund born in or after 1955 through 1965 are entitled to a 3% simple COLA as required by statute. 

	Implements a Tier 3 defined benefit and defined contribution pension plan for current Tier 2 members (if they elect to participate) and future hires within SERS (only non-covered employees), SURS, and TRS. The normal cost of the benefits are shifted to the local school districts, community colleges and universities. The state will make a 2% contribution of Tier 3 payroll to the systems in FY 18, FY 19 and FY 20. This Tier 3 plan is very similar to the House Republicans and the Governor’s Tier 3 plan. HFA #1 allows the systems to establish by board resolution an implementation date for Tier 3. The Governor’s Office projects Tier 3 will save $500 million in FY 18. 

	Budgetary Items

	For FY 18 only, authorizes the Governor to reserve up to 5% of amounts appropriated from Other State Funds.  Items that cannot be included in the 5% reserve are debt service, items with a continuing appropriation, state general funds, the state LIHEAP fund, and federal funds.  Changes the definition of general funds to include GRF, Common School Fund, General Revenue Common School Special Account Fund, EAF, Fund for Advancement of Education, Commitment to Human Services Fund, and Budget Stabilization Fund.

	For FY 18 only, authorizes 4% transferability between operational lines - this does not include the Attorney General, Secretary of State, Comptroller, Treasurer, or legislative and judicial branches.

	Authorizes the Personal Property Tax Replacement Fund to pay for base operating grants at public community colleges and local health protection grants to certified local health departments.  

	Allows agencies to pay interest payments incurred through Budget Stabilization Fund authority via GRF if appropriation authority is insufficient in the BSF.

	Sets PIT refund rate at 9.8% and CIT refund rate at 17.5%.

	Establishes MOE for special education for school districts for both FY 17 and FY 18.  Includes language to allow evidence-based funding to be included in the funding calculation to ensure meeting the MOE. 

	Merges the Communications Revolving Fund and the Statistical Services Revolving Fund into the Technology Management Revolving Fund.  

	Various local tax acts are amended to allow the Department of Revenue to retain 2% of collections for its administrative costs;

	Extends sunset of Lottery's Internet Pilot Program to July 1, 2018 , up from July 1, 2017. 

	For FY 17 only, extend lapse period by 1 month to include September.

	Inserts the provisions of SB 41, which has passed both houses. Allows home rule municipalities to assign revenues as to a separate legal entity to serve as revenue source for bonds issued by separate entity.  Allow CPOs to enter into ESCOs for a period of up to 15 years, up from 10 years.  

	Authorizes money in the School Infrastructure Fund to be used for expenses associated with the School Construction Law at ISBE, OMB, and CDB.  Amount spent may not exceed $1.315 million.

	Authorizes the Drug Rebate Fund to make payments to managed care organizations as defined in Section 5-30.1 of IL Public Aid Code. 

	Extends sunset of CDB Revolving Fund by 1 year, to July 1, 2018.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY


SB 42 creates the FY 18 Budget Implementation Act.  
DETAILED ANALYSIS

SB 42 creates the FY 18 Budget Implementation Act (the “act”).  The act makes various changes notably it generates roughly $186 million in savings to the GRF transfers out (TROUTs) for FY 18.  The act makes the following changes:
· Authorizes the Governor to reserve up to 5% of amounts appropriated.  Items that cannot be included in the 5% reserve are debt service, items with a continuing appropriation, state general funds, the state LIHEAP fund, and federal funds.  

· Provides a definition of general funds in the State Budget Law to include GRF, Common School Fund, General Revenue Common School Special Account Fund, EAF, Fund for Advancement of Education, Commitment to Human Services Fund, and Budget Stabilization Fund. 

· $0.50 per hour wage increase for front-line personnel for providers of DD services. 

· Funds received from transfer of property under control of Department of Military Affairs or federal funds received by the department shall be paid to the Treasury and deposited into the Illinois National Guard Construction Fund.  Provides continuing appropriation from the IL National Guard Construction Fund, which under current law is subject to appropriation.
· Extends sunset on CDB Revolving Fund by 1 year, to July 1, 2018.

· For FY 17, transfers $45 million to U of I Hospital Services Fund.  For FY 18, transfers $45 million to the U of I Hospital Services Fund at the direction and upon notification from the director of HFS.  
· For FY 18, transfers $1.5 million to the Partners for Conservation Fund; transfers $14 million for FY 19 — FY 21.

· Authorizes money in the School Infrastructure Fund to be used for expenses associated with the School Construction Law at ISBE, OMB, and CDB.  Amount spent may not exceed $1.315 million.

· Suspends transfers from the School Infrastructure Fund to the GOBRI fund for FY 18 — FY 20.  The fund is used for debt service on bonds issued  

· Authorizes the Drug Rebate Fund to make payments to managed care organizations as defined in Section 5-30.1 of IL Public Aid Code. Eliminates the Drug Rebate Fund from paying for operational and administrative expenses under the Senior Citizens and Disabled Persons Property Tax Relief and Pharmaceutical Assistance Act. 

· Provides AMTRAK with a subsidy of up to $52 million for FY 18.

· For FY 18 and each fiscal year after, eliminates the $10 million transfer from the MEAOB Fund to the Park and Conservation Fund and caps the transfer to the MEAOB fund at $12 million.

· For FY 18 only, eliminates GRF transfer to Ag Premium, Fair & Exposition, IL Standardbred Breeders, and the IL Thoroughbred Breeders.

· For FY 18, transfers $500,000 from GRF to the GATA Fund.

· Authorizes the Personal Property Tax Replacement Fund to pay for base operating grants at public community colleges and local health protection grants to certified local health departments.  

· Eliminates the cap on administrative expenses of the Property Tax Appeal Board. Current law provides a cap of 105% of actual administrative expenses of the prior fiscal year.

· Beginning in FY 18, stops the $10 million transfer to the CTDA Fund from the Renewable Energy Resources and CTDA charge.

· For FY 18 only, stops the mandatory 10% increase for Downstate Mass Transit Districts. 

· Freezes transfers to the Downstate Public Transportation Fund at FY 17 levels. If funding is insufficient in the Downstate Public Transportation Fund for FY 18, amounts allocated shall be on a pro-rata basis. 

· For FY 18, creates an automatic, monthly transfer from GRF to the Local Government Distributive Fund and freezes funding at FY 17 levels. 

· Sets PIT refund rate at 9.8% and CIT refund rate at 17.5%.

· For FY 18 only, $100 million to be transferred from the Road Fund to the Public Transportation Fund in lieu of GRF. The fund will continue to receive its statutory amount from sales taxes but $100 million will be from the Road Fund.

· Federal reimbursements for community college capital projects shall be deposited into the Capital Development Board Contributory Trust Fund, not the Capital Development Bond Interest and Retirement Fund.  

· Authorizes a portion of the monies deposited into the Nursing Dedicated and Professional Fund to be appropriated to the Board of Higher Education, ICCB, and ISAC for grants and programs to support nursing education.

· Merges the Communications Revolving Fund and the Statistical Services Revolving Fund into the Technology Management Revolving Fund.  This fund will be used at the newly-created Department of Innovation and Technology.  

· For FY 18, authorizes $2 billion of GO bonds for state facilities, school construction, transportation, water resource projects, and coal to be issued without complying with the 7% debt service cap.  Also allows $2 billion in refunding bonds to be issued without complying with the 7% debt service cap. Exempts both the $2 billion in GO capital bonds and refunding bonds from the requirement of 25% of bonds must be sold competitively and 75% via negotiated sale. Makes the same changes to refunding bonds issued pursuant to the Build Illinois Bond Act. 

· Sets a state spending cap of $37.316 billion, except increases over amounts appropriated for pensions, GO bond payments, and group insurance.  If state spending exceeds this amount, income tax rates for PIT and CIT, automatically revert down to 3.75% and 5.25%, respectively. If spending caps are exceeded, the Governor may set aside funds as a reserve to meet the spending cap that have been appropriated to any state agency, community college, or university, but not any constitutional officer, the legislative or judicial branch, Executive Inspector General, or Executive Ethics Commission. 

· Eliminates GRF transfer to Tourism Promotion Fund and directs hotel/motel tax receipts directly to the Tourism Promotion Fund.  

· Authorizes the GRF share of SERS contributions to be appropriated directly to SERS, and allows SERS to adjust the amount collected from other state funds based on actual payroll during the fiscal year;

· Requires contributions from the State Pensions Fund to SURS to be a portion of the certified contributions, rather than being in addition to the certified contribution;
